Introduction

The ACORD Insurance Service Business Message Specification for Property and Casualty is the result of a cooperative industry effort of ACORD members and participants including financial service organizations that underwrite insurance, agents/brokers, and technology service providers.  It leverages existing ACORD EDI standards, object models, and the IFX Specification to provide the definition of business messages to be used by financial institutions using electronic commerce to conduct the business of insurance. 

Purpose of this document

The ACORD XML Business Message Specification for Insurance (Property and Casualty) and Surety provides the insurance industry with a common set of Business Level Messages that may be used to provide message-processing services across multiple organizations and networks.  This document defines the information that must be sent in a message request and in a message response from a business perspective and provides message semantics for each request and response pair.  This document provides the basis for business-level information flow between Financial Institutions, their customers, and third party Service Providers.

This document is intended to be independent of any technology implementation, but it is expected that the creation of technology-specific standards for the industry will use this document during the definition process.

Other Related Documents

The ACORD XML Business Message Specification for Insurance (Property and Casualty) and Surety is one of several documents related to the creation of industry standards.  Below is a list of other related industry standards:

Interactive Financial Exchange (IFX) Specification

The Interactive Financial Exchange (IFX) Specification is managed by IFX Forum and is freely available at www.ifxforum.org.  It provides a robust and scalable framework for the exchange of financial data and instructions independent of a particular network technology or computing platform.  The information-sharing potential of IFX has been designed to support communication not only between a Financial Institution and its customers, but also between a Financial Institution and its Service Providers, between Financial Institutions, and eventually directly between customers

ACORD Insurance Data Dictionary for Property and Casualty

The ACORD Insurance Data Dictionary for Property and Casualty is primarily intended to be an insurance-oriented business document that defines the atomic elements of insurance transactions and associates a unique tag name for each element.  For each tag, the data type and description are included.

A version of the dictionary that uses XML element declarations has been compiled into a Document Type Definition (DTD) file.

ACORD Automation Level 3 (AL3) Standards

A comprehensive set of EDI standards for the property and casualty industry that contains a data dictionary and definitions for a variety of Policy, Claims, and Accounting transactions.

ACORD Code List Guide for Property & Casualty

A document that defines the code lists for ACORD AL3 and P&C XML Standards.

1.1 Introduction

The ACORD Business Message Specification is designed to facilitate the exchange of insurance and related financial services information between Insurance Carriers, Agents, Brokers, Consumers, and other Intermediaries. It has been based on the Interactive Financial Exchange (IFX) Business Message Specification managed by the IFX Forum, a not for profit Financial Services Industry organization.  While the ACORD specification is not fully compliant with the IFX specification at this time, it is considered to be compatible due to the fact that it leverages most of the structure and conventions described in the IFX Business Message Specification.  The purpose of this section is to provide details on the compatibility between ACORD and IFX.  The objective is to provide clarity to developers and/or business analysts on the portions of the IFX specification that ACORD does or does not support.

1.2 Compatibility Guide for The IFX Business Message Specification 1.0.1

ACORD completed a review of this specification and the IFX 1.0.1 Business Message Specification and identified 3 categories of ACORD usage:

1. Required – Indicates that the item is required when using the ACORD Business Message Specification.

2. Optional – Indicates that while the item may be supported by ACORD, it is not required when using the ACORD Business Message Specification.

3. Excluded – Indicates that the item has been excluded by ACORD and is not considered valid when using the ACORD Business Message Specification.

Within each category of usage is an indicator that represents the level of compatibility:

1. Supported – The items identified at this level are leveraged by the ACORD Business Message Specification as they are defined by IFX.  Minor exceptions are noted.

2. Compatible – The items identified at this level are leveraged by the ACORD Business Message Specification with revisions that maintain structural and/or semantic consistency.  Revisions are noted.

3. Similar – The items identified at this level are not leveraged by the ACORD Business Message Specification as they are defined by IFX.  However, some elements may have been reused in order to maintain some level of consistency between our data dictionaries.

4. Not Supported – The items identified at this level are not leveraged by the ACORD Business Message Specification as they are defined by IFX and have been excluded.

In all cases it is expected that the element ElementPathDescription can be prefixed to the Description to create a human readable message that will lead the client to the correct entity and field.  For example, if BodyStyle is in error for a vehicle, the ElementPathDescription should contain enough text to point to the vehicle in error.  For example, “Ford Taurus” (Manufacturer and Model).  However, additional information will be needed if the entity is from a large list that contains duplicates.  For example, if a large commercial vehicle fleet is involved either a VehicleNumber or the VIN may be needed in the ElementPathDescription to give the operator sufficient information to locate the item.  For program-to-program communication, the ElementPath may be returned.  This element contains a string that points to the XML node where the exception was noted.  It is in the format of XSL and must contain an occurrence number when the element can occur multiple times.  For example, PersonalPolicy/Vehicle[0]/BodyStyle would point to the body style of the first vehicle returned in the response.  Note that all Reference paths are relative to the transaction, and do not include the transaction name.  They also do not include a leading slash (“/”).
